TULIP DANCE

Tulip Dance consists of 12 dimensional pieced Tulip blocks, VIS AA A A"A A" £
sashing, cornerstones, inner spacer border and outer pieced 3 =
border.

Color Selection: Match flower colors within each block. Select
and group fabrics to cut all bright and light fabrics for one
block.
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For each Tulip cut: Bright 4 — 27 x 3%” strips
8 — 2” squares €
Light 8 — 2” x 3%” strips 3

8 — 2”7 squares

Background and other fabrics are the same throughout.

Cutting Instructions:

fabrics No. of strips to cut Tulip Blocks

dark 5 - 3%” strips 48 - 2” x 3% strips (12)

- black 19 - 27 strips 48 - 2” x 3% strips, folded (12)
background 5 - 27 strips (2)

48 - 2” x 5” strips (12)
48 - 2” squares (12)
96 - 2” squares, folded (24)

light 3 - 3%” strips 48 - 2” x 3% strips, folded (12)
5 - 27 strips 96 - 2” squares (24)

bright 5 - 3%” strips 96 - 2” x 3% strips (24)

- jewel 5 - 27 strips 96 - 2” squares, folded (24)

medium 5 - 2” strips 5 - 27 strips (2)

- green

accent 1- 3" strip 12 - 3” squares (3)

- blue

NOTE: The word “folded” as part of the cutting instructions indicates that you
should separate the piece from the others so you can fold them later.

In class we will focus on making several tulip blocks. Cut enough fabric to make
three (see numbers in parenthesis above).
